 Judging will take place at a marked location along the parade route. All decisions by the 

judges are final and not subject to question or reversal.    

 Awards will be given to the 1st, 2nd and 3rd place winners in each category in the Anheuser 

Busch Theatre located in The Living World at 4 p.m. If not present, awards will be mailed.
