


A Recyclables currently accommodated include: mixed paper, plastics (#s
1,2,3), scrap metal, aluminum, steel, tin, telephone books, cardboard,
printer cartridges, electronics ( 1 n ¢ | u d, moangors,Tcvnipsaters, cell
phones printers and assorted appliances), batteries, oil products, green
waste, browse, both on property and from the Missouri Botanical Garden,
promotional material from the Zoo and from the Saint Louis Art Museum,
pallets, old uniforms, fryer oil and the reuse of construction and demolition
materials.

A The Zoo recycled over 2,167,200 pounds of
animal waste, bedding and green waste to Saint
Louis Composting throughout the year thus
saving 1,084 tons of waste going to the landfill
and the finished product is then reused.
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A 35,660 pounds of scrap metal was recycled, keeping it out of the land
fill and saving the cost of hauling it away. We also recycled 8,816
pounds of precious metals recouping $1,608 for the Zoo.
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A The light bulb recycling

project continued at the
Z0o0. All departments collect
their bulbs, and on specific
days during the year they
are collected and recycled
with Project Incorporated, a
local non-profit organization
helping the community in
Saint Louis.

2,153 light bulbs were
recycled in 2010.
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A The Information Technology department recycled approximately 2 tons of
computers, monitors, printers, copiers and other assorted electronics in
2010. These go to Web Innovations Technology Services in Saint Louis and
are broken down and recycled.
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
